Polymerised and standard toners
Minolta implemented a number of the latest achievements of modern science in the line of a new copy-printing devices. One of them is introduction of the polymers to the imaging technology. Polymerised toner applied is very different in many respects from the previously used, standard one. Its particles are half the size and have a uniform shape.
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In addition, each molecule contains wax, which eliminates special oil from the fusing process. This reduces the number of consumables, lowers the temperature and streamlines the fixation process.
Polymerised toner also reduce emissions of harmful gases, having a significant impact on the comfort of working in offices as well on the environment. We obtain also a significant saving – less number of a new toner particles and less electricity for printing each page are needed.
The main advantage, however, is a new quality. We receive a brighter, sharper print and better reproduction of fine lines and points, and smooth tonal graphics transitions.
